Only a qualified safety and health representative may issue a PIN, when they are of the opinion that someone is contravening, or has contravened,
the Mines Safety and Inspection Act 1994 or regulations in circumstances that make it likely that the contravention will continue or be repeated.

Before issuing a PIN, the safety and health representative must:

e consult with the person who is to be issued with the notice
e consult with another safety and health representative for the mine so far as it is reasonably practicable to do so
